THE HOME STRETCH FOR OUR CATECHUMENTATE

In September of 2008, the RCIA program, The Journey of Faith, began here at St. Mary’s.  Those involved have progressed through several stages of instruction.

--The period of Inquiry which covered the introduction to the church, prayers, and tradition.

--The period of Catechumenate which covered scripture, both Old and New Testaments, the Liturgy, The Commandments and the Sacraments.  This period brings the catechumens more into the fullness of faith. 

--The period of Purification and Enlightenment which begins with the Rite of Election with the Archbishop at the Cathedral in Oklahoma City.

--The celebration of the Sacraments of Initiation culminates the journey at the Easter Vigil.  The Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist are given to the un-baptized (Catechumen) and the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist are given to those already baptized (Candidate).

Let us accompany or Catechumenate during this final week of their Journey of Faith with our prayers and if possible join in the celebration at the Easter Vigil, on April 11th.
